FAQs for Stony Lane Rooms Rentals 

1. What is the Wi-Fi Password? 

a. No Wi-Fi is available in the Stony Lane Rooms. 

1. What are the checkout procedures? 

a. Checkout procedure instructions are posted inside your room. Please move 

vehicles to Refreshing Mountain’s parking lot B at your checkout time.  

2. When is Check-Out? 

a. Retreat guests typically checkout by 9am but please confirm with group leader. 

i. A surcharge may be added to your bill if you are not checked out on time. 

3. When are Quiet Hours? 

a. Quiet hours are from 11pm-7am. Please be inside during these times. 

4. What else is there to do at Refreshing Mountain?  

a. Property amenities include hiking trails, a catch and release fishing pond, 

playground, farm animals, outdoor sports courts, and the Gaga Ball pit. During the 

summer, the pool and café are available. If you are staying with a retreat, please 

refer to your group leader about your event’s schedule.  

5. What is the swimsuit policy at the pool? 

a. We request modest bathing suits. Pool rules are posted next to the pool entrance 

and are provided in your Stony Lane Rooms with welcome information. We also 

expect guests to wear cover-up to and from the pool area. 

b. For girls and ladies, we require a 1-piece or tankini bathing suit (no midri� showing, 

low cut tops, or high-rise bottoms).  We do allow for an opaque T-shirt to be worn 

over a 2-piece suit. 

c. For boys and men, we require modest board style shorts (no speedos, above thigh 

shorts, or underwear style swimsuits).  

6. Is smoking or alcohol permitted? 

a. NO.  We will charge a fee for smoking in or around the Stony Lane Rooms. Alcohol is 

also not allowed.  

b. Guests who violate these rules will be asked to vacate the premises immediately 

without a refund.

1. Modest swimsuits required. Modest Board shorts for guys- No above-thigh shorts or 

underwear style swimsuits. A modest one piece or tankini for gals- no midri� 

showing, no low cut-tops, no high-rise bottoms. (An opaque shirt may be requested 

by RM sta� if otherwise.) Please wear cover-up when walking to/from the pool. 

2. No shoulder chicken fights. 

3. No back flips or gainers o� the diving board. 

4. No climbing or sitting on the fountain and troughs in wet playground. Be respectful 

of little children in this area. 

5. One person on the diving board at a time. 

6. No running or pushing allowed. 

7. Only slide on your back, feet first down the water slide. 

8. Food and drinks must stay in designated area. 

9. Non-swimmers must stay in designated area.
